Umbrella Assembly

Step 1

Remove the small cap from the top of the
umbrella by rotating it counter clockwise.

This cap can be kept to reuse in the future.

Step 2

Insert the Solar Panel (A) into the top of
the umbrella, and rotate 90 degrees to
lock it into place.

Step 3

Screw Bottom Pole (C) into the Upper
Frame clockwise until tightened.

Umbrella Assembly (cont.)

Step 4

Secure the umbrella into an appropriate
umbrella base (not included).

Before opening, gently pull apart and
separate the umbrella ribs.

Turn the crank handle clockwise and
continue turning until the umbrella is fully
opened.

Place the Battery Pack (D) into the crank
housing.

Step 5

Once fully opened, continue turning the
crank to tilt the umbrella.

Note: The umbrella will stop tilting at the
maximum tilt of 30 degrees. Do not force
the crank to continue past this stopping

point.

Step 6

Pull down the collar to rotate the
umbrella 360 degrees.

Stop at the desired position and
release the collar.




Umbrella Assembly (cont.)

Step 7

Press the Light Control Button located on the
battery pack to turn on the solar lights. Continue

to press this button to adjust the light brightness.

Press and hold the button for 2 seconds to turn
off the solar lights.

Press the Power Display Button to display the
current battery charge.

Note: The umbrella must be fully charged before
first use. It can be charged with 8 hours of

sunlight or 5 hours with the included AC adapter.

For normal operation, turn off the LED’s when not
in use and charge the batteries in the daytime
using the solar panel.

The battery can be discharged if it is left
uncharged for a long period of time. Failure to
charge the battery will result in dim lighting.

Step 8

Remove the Battery Pack from the umbrella
crank, connect the AC adapter to the Battery
pack to start charging.

Note: The included AC adapter can be used to
charge the lithium ion batteries indoor or
outdoor.

A WARNING: Prevent water contact with
power adaptor. This may cause an electric
shock.

Step 9

Use the attached ties to secure your
umbrella when not in use.

Screw on the small cap from Step 1
after removing the Solar Panel to
store the umbrella.

Care and Maintenance

Umbrella

Allow a wet canopy to dry in the open position in the sunlight.
Store in a dry place during the off season.

Keep the umbrella away from fire or heat sources.

Fabric

Normal Stains: Remove any loose dirt. Prepare a mixture of cold to lukewarm water and mild soap.
Rub in mixture with a soft brush and allow the mixture to thoroughly soak into the fabric.

Rinse well with water and air dry. Do not machine dry.

Warranty

For a period of two (2) years after date of purchase, the Manufacturer
will either repair or replace defective components in accordance with
this Limited Warranty. This warranty is between the Manufacturer and
the original purchaser and is valid only when accompanied by the
original purchaser’s sales receipt showing original date of purchase
and location of purchase. Replacements under this warranty revert
back to the date of original purchase for future warranty.
