The manufacturer or retailer is not liable for
any loss, damage to the product, or other items due to the failure of not removing the umbrella from an umbrella base during windy-stormy
conditions.

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Umbrella Assembly

Step 1

Screw the Cap (C) into the top of the
umbrella by rotating it clockwise.

Step 2

Screw Bottom Pole (B) into the upper
frame by rotating it clockwise




Umbrella Assembly (cont.)

Step 3

Secure the umbrella into an appropriate umbrella
base (not included).

Before opening, gently pull apart and separate
the umbrella ribs.

Pull the rope down to open the umbrella.
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Step 4

Insert the pin into the hole when the umbrella is fully
open. Wrap the rope around the pin and tie it.
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Umbrella Assembly (cont.)

Step 5 Step 6

Turn the collar either clockwise to tilt the umbrella or To return the umbrella to the closed position, pull out the pin.
turn it counterclockwise to straighten the umbrella. Loosen the rope to close the umbrella. Use the attached ties to

maximum tilt of 30 degrees. Do not continue

past this stopping point.
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Care and Maintenance

Umbrella

Allow a wet canopy to dry in the open position in the sunlight.
Store in a dry place during the off season.

Keep the umbrella away from fire or heat sources.

Fabric

Sunbrella® fabrics are made of 100% solution-dyed acrylic fibers which are capable of withstanding the high demands of outdoors use.
To keep your fabric looking its best, we suggest cleaning the fabric at the first signs of dirt or stains.
For routine maintenance of your fabrics, we recommend cleaning each spring season.

Brush off loose dirt.

Spray on a cleaning solution of water and mild soap.

Use a soft bristle brush to clean.

Allow cleaning solution to soak into the fabric.

Rinse thoroughly until all soap residue is removed.

Air dry.

To maintain the life of the fabric, store indoors when not in use.



Warranty

2-YEAR LIMITED WARRANTY

For a period of two (2) years after date of purchase, the Manufacturer
will either repair or replace defective components in accordance with
this Limited Warranty. This warranty is between the Manufacturer and
the original purchaser and is valid only when accompanied by the
original purchaser’s sales receipt showing original date of purchase
and location of purchase. Replacements under this warranty revert
back to the date of original purchase for future warranty.

The manufacturer or its authorized dealer can accept or reject
wadrranty claims based on its findings. This warranty applies in normall
residential use only and is not intended for commercial use. The
Manufacturer can make substitutions as required of materials,
components, and subcomponents of comparable value and utility.
